JUNIOR LEAGUE OF MINNEAPOLIS

2010 SHOP, SAVE, SHARE CARD AGREEMENT

THIS 2010 SHOP, SAVE, SHARE CARD AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between the Junior League of Minneapolis, a Minnesota non-profit corporation (the “JLM”) and the undersigned business (the “Participant”).



WHEREAS, as a charity fundraising event, the JLM intends to sell to its membership and the general public a 2010 Shop, Save, Share Card (the “Card”) at a price of $40 each (“Card Price”) that will entitle the individual who holds the Card (“Cardholder”) to present the Card at specified businesses during the period Friday, October 29th, 2010- Sunday, November 7th, 2010 (the “Discount Period”) to receive a 20% discount (the “Card Discount”) on all eligible goods and services (the “Card Program”); and

WHEREAS, Participant desires to participate as a specified business in the Card Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and undertakings contained herein, the JLM and the Participant agree as follows:

1. JLM Benefits:  The JLM will retain 100% of the proceeds from the sale of the Card to Cardholders, including any Cards sold by the Participant.  The JLM expects that the Participant’s participation in the Card Program will enhance the perceived value of the Card to Cardholders and prospective Cardholders.  The JLM will not receive any money or other financial consideration from the Participant as consideration for or as a result of the Participant’s participation in the Card Program.  

2. JLM Responsibilities:  The JLM shall be responsible for planning, implementing and paying for all aspects of marketing and implementing the Card Program.  Such responsibilities include, but are not limited to: determining the price and marketing strategy for the Card, executing the marketing and sales of the Card (other than those Cards sold by Participant), determining the number, nature and location of other participants in the Card Program.  The Participant shall not have any rights of direction or approval with respect to matters covered by this paragraph.

3. Participant Benefits:  As consideration for the Participant’s participation in the Card Program, the Participant will receive advertising and increased exposure as a result of the JLM’s marketing and sales efforts with respect to the Card, as well as the possibility of increased customer traffic and/or sales during the Discount Period.  The Participant will not receive any money or other financial consideration from JLM as an inducement for, compensation for, or result of Participant’s participation in the Card Program.  The Participant will retain 100% of the proceeds from sales of goods and/or services to Cardholders by the Participant.   

4. Participant Responsibilities:  

A.
The Participant agrees to provide the Card Discount to all Cardholders on all Eligible Items during the entire Discount Period.  “Eligible Items” include all goods, services and/or consumables being offered for sale to the public by the Participant which are not already sale-priced, clearance-priced or otherwise discounted and which are not listed in the “Exclusions” section of the attached 2010 Shop, Save, Share Card Application.  The Card is non-transferable, non-replaceable and non-refundable.  The Participant agrees to provide training to its employees regarding the Card Program, and to direct its employees to provide the Card Discount in conformance with this Agreement.  

B.
Unless this Paragraph 3.B. is stricken, the Participant agrees to promote and sell the Cards to its customers at the Card Price, and to direct its employees to do so in conformance with this Agreement.  Participant will be given the number of the Shop, Save, Share Cards indicated on the attached Participant Application.  Participant shall be responsible for and shall hold in trust for the JLM all unsold Cards and the proceeds of all sold Cards, until collected by a JLM representative.  If any unsold Cards are lost or otherwise unaccounted for (“Lost Cards”), the Participant shall pay to the JLM an amount equal to the number of Lost Cards multiplied by the Card Price (the “Lost Card Fee”).   

5. Participant Breach:  If the Participant fails (a) to provide the Card Discount to all Cardholders for all Eligible Items during the entire Discount Period, or (b) to pay to the JLM any Lost Card Fee that is due, then the JLM may, in its discretion, bar the Participant from participating in any future shopper card programs or other events, programs or opportunities with the JLM.

6. Entire Agreement:  The parties agree that this Agreement and the attached Participant Application together represent the full and complete agreement between the parties and there have been no other verbal or written agreements or representations made by either party.  

7. Authority:  The individual signing this Agreement on behalf of the Participant represents and warrants that he/she has the necessary authority to bind the Participant to the terms of this Agreement, and that he/she intends to and does hereby bind the Participant.  Only Anna Lyon as the current President of JLM has the authority to sign this Agreement and bind the JLM.
